An acrylic painting any subject matter.

An oil painting any subject matter.

A painting or drawing interpreting the fair theme “Homegrown & Handmade” in any medium.
A quick (2-10 minute) sketch using charcoal or pencil in any subject matter.

An artistic or folk art wall hanging any medium other than painting.

A page from an adult colouring book, done in coloured pencil, crayon or marker.

A piece of origami or other paper art.

A piece of art, sculpture or jewellery made from wire.

A piece of jewellery made using any medium and any technique, excluding methods used in other
sections.

A set of three (3) handmade beads, any medium or technique i.e glass, ceramic, paper, stone, etc.

A piece of stained or fused glass.

A functional piece of pottery, i.e. mug or bowl.

A piece of ceramic or pottery painting. Ceramic or pottery may be pre-made, to be judged on painting.
A functional piece of folk art.

One (1) bar of handmade soap. Include an ingredient list.

A model vehicle made from a kit i.e. car, truck, plane, etc. Please include the kit packaging.

A handmade fishing lure or fly.

A bird house, feeder, wooden box, or other wooden object, painted. To be judged on painting, does
not have to be constructed by exhibitor.

A bird house, feeder or garden ornament made from recycled materials.
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A wood carving, made from a single piece of wood.

A piece of metal work (can be decorative or functional).

A functional piece of wood working.

A box made from any material or technique.

A handmade wooden or metal toy (no dolls).

A handmade doll or stuffed animal using any materials (include samples).

A wreath in a fall or fair theme, using any materials.

A table centre piece, suitable for a special occasion (no fresh flowers).

A two (2) piece set of table favours suitable for a wedding or birthday party.

A tote or purse made from recycled materials (include samples).

A rug, using any material or technigue, such as latch hooking, braiding, etc. (include thread samples).
A framed piece of counted cross stitch or embroidery (include thread samples).

A project of cross stitch , embroidery or other needle work i.e. Pillow, bookmark, tablecloth, etc.
(samples of thread included).

A piece of weaving, using any material and any technique.
A decoration or craft featuring the OAS fair theme “Homegrown & Handmade”.

One (1) sided page from a scrapbook in a sleeve or a printed memory book celebrating a special
occasion. Please include journal entries or descriptions.

One (1) sided page from a scrapbook on an agricultural or fair theme. Must include journal entries.
Please have it in a sleeve.

A short historical or fictional story (approx. 500-2000 words), about Orangeville or using the fair theme.
May be in book form or printed on paper and stapled in the top left hand corner. May be written by
hand neatly or with the use of a computer. Please indicate if historical or fictional. May include
pictures or decoration to enhance story.

One (1) mounted and decorated page of self-composed poetry. May either be hand written or done by
computer.
